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Obey staff instructions; ask if unsure.  Advise staff if anything does not appear 
as you think it should.

Remember 
that while machining, the smaller the piece of timber, the greater the chance of 
personal injury.  Use push sticks etc. and position guards for maximum safety. 
Be aware of the danger of moving blades, cutters and drills etc.  Always check 
settings.  Wear appropriate clothing, shoes and safety equipment; no thongs or 
loose clothing.  All incoming materials are to be checked by staff; for example, 
no asbestos, heavy metals or dangerous goods.  Appropriate behaviour for a 
workshop is a must.  Persons who appear to be under the influence of drugs or 
alcohol are not welcome.  People under the age of 15 years are by law not 
allowed in the workshop. Your material on the premises is at your risk.  All 
damage/breakages (for example, saw blades, cutters etc.) must be paid for.  We 
endeavour to give fair notice but some prices are subject to change without 
notice.
